(b)
permission for you to attend a course at Birkbeck is given by the appropriate academic authority at your home college (section A below must be completed. Alternatively, a letter of authorisation can be attached to this form).

(c) permission for you to attend a course at Birkbeck is given by the appropriate administrative authority at your home college. (Section B below must be completed).  Your College must indicate your tuition fee status.  Birkbeck will assume and charge at the “Overseas” rate if no information is given.
2. You should complete the application form overleaf and section A and B on this side and take it to the Birkbeck academic school/department which offers the course(s) you wish to attend. If the form is appropriately completed the school/department will complete section C if they wish to accept you as an intercollegiate student. You should then take the form to the Birkbeck Registry to complete registration formalities.
