Go to the National Gallery, London and look at one of the pairs of paintings listed below. If you know which you want to see in advance, it is advisable to phone the information office at the Gallery (020 7747 2885) to check that those paintings will be on display (quote the inventory number).

The object of the exercise is to think about the differences between the styles of the two paintings, and the way the subject is interpreted in each. Ask yourself questions about how one might account for the differences you see between them, and summarise your ideas in a short written piece of not more than 500 words.
